SUBJECT: Flood Project Technical Advisory Committee Monthly Reports

SUMMARY

The purpose of the Technical Advisory Committee (TAC) is to bring together financial,
engineering, planning, and government management functions to coordinate and vet flood
project activities, and to provide technical assistance and guidance to the Flood Project
Coordinating Committee. With their collective expertise, the TAC analyzes issues such as
project schedules, construction sequencing, proposed TRAction Projects, flood project
funding and governance. Working together, the TAC's efforts have facilitated greater
efficiency in synchronizing efforts to move the flood project ahead. The TAC Chair provides
an oral report to the Flood Project Coordinating Committee at each monthly meeting.

Attached to this report are the January 28, 2011 TAC meeting agenda, the January 28,
2011 TAC attendance sheet, and the approved January 7, 2011 TAC meeting minutes.
Since the draft minutes for the January 28" TAC meeting are not yet available, staff have
provided a brief summary of the action on each agenda item below.

Summary of January 28, 2011 TAC meeting and Actions:

Note, the following items are arranged according to the order heard during the meeting.

Amendment to the interlocal agreement between City of Reno and Washoe County to
fund final design for the Virginia Street Bridge — Deputy Director Aldean presented the
agreement amendment in its draft form to provide an additional $3,000,000 to the current
interlocal agreement for preliminary design and visioning. The amendment will complete
final design and engineering documents, as well as complete the environmental documents
and permitting tasks for the project. It was explained that although the bridge type has not
been approved, the consultant performing the preliminary design and visioning provided an
estimated fee range for this work and the amendment amount represents the high end of
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the range. Member Flansberg noted that this amendment was in keeping with direction
given by the FPCC to staff to look for options for encumbering Flood Project funds.

Member Sherman noted that there are other options for encumbering Flood Project funds;
his recommendation would be to retire a commensurate amount of debt. The TAC members
discussed the uncertainty of the fee estimate amount, the likelihood of when the bridge
could actually be constructed, the uncertainty of the construction estimate coupled with the
lack for available funding for construction, and the lack of conclusion on setting up the JPA
and how all these issues would impact this project.

The motion was made by Member Flansberg to forward this amendment to the FPCC as
one option for consideration by the FPCC for use of funds. The motion passed in a split
decision with Members Sherman and Lloyd dissenting.

Update on the Corps’ Project Schedule — Deputy Director Aldean presented a handout of
project milestones listing upcoming meetings such as the AFB (Alternative Formulation
Briefing) and CWRB (Civil Works Review Board), document reviews periods requiring Flood
Project staff time commitment, and other local sponsor tasks such as the letter of intent
which is due in March and the design funding agreement that will be necessary later this
year for the Corp to initiate early design services on Flood Project elements (this will enable
construction to begin as early as possible after Congressional authorization).

The TAC elected not to make any recommendations to the FPCC on this item.

PREVIOUS ACTION

A Technical Advisory Committee report has been presented at each Flood Project
Coordinating Committee (FPCC) meeting since 2007.

FISCAL IMPACT

There is no identified fiscal impact for this agenda item.

RECOMMENDATION

It is recommended that the FPCC accept this report and provide any direction to the staff on
the information presented herein.

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Reno Faces Decision on Creation of Flood Agency

Fourteen years after being hit by flooding, Reno elected officials
appear split on a plan to create a multi-jurisdictional flood control
management authority.

The Reno Gazette-Journal reported Monday that while Washoe
County and the city of Sparks have approved creating the agency,
the Reno City Council postponed a vote until Feb. S.

Mayor Bob Cashell and Councilman Dan Gustin want more time to
study a 67-page agreement setting up the new authority.

Project director Naomi Duerr says she needs to identify a {ocal agency for flood control for the U.5.
Army Corps of Engineers by March.

The corps would then seek congressional authorization and funding for the 15-year project.

Reno Councilman Dave Aiazzi supports the idea. He says the question is simply whether the region
needs flood control or not.

One Last Ring
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One Last Ring

RENO — As a young priest in the
1960s, one of Brother Matthew
Cunningham’s duties was to ring the
massive bell outside the Brothers of
the Holy Rosary monastery. The
2,000-pound bell made in Sheffield,
England more than 145 years ago was
used to call priests to prayer three
times cach day.

On Wednesday, he watched the bell be
taken down from its longtime home at
101 S. McCarran Blvd. He and the bell
both lived for many years with the
Brothers of the Holy Rosary in the
former ranch house and former site of
Bishop Manogue Catholic High
School. Since 1997, the building has
been home to Bristlecone Family
Resources Treatment Center.

Through all the changes, however, the
bell has stayed, hanging from a white
brick tower just outside the main
house. The last major change, which
prompted the bell’s removal on
Wednesday, occurred when the area
flooded in 1997 and again in 2005.
Now, the property is owned by the
Truckee River Flood Project, which
acquired the land in 2007 to become
part of the Living River Parkway, a
project to terrace river lands to create
flood water storage as well as a new
regmnal flood park. Flood project officials have been watching over the bell the
past three years and and are now helping return it to its historic place.

Workers from Q&D Construction came out in the cold morning air Wednesday
with tools to chip away at the bell’s brick housing. After cutting away the mortar,
they used a forklift to carefully remove the bell and load it onto a flatbed truck
for its journey back to a former home in rural Nevada.

“The diocese no longer owns the property,” Cunningham said Wednesday as he

watched the bell being removed. “The bell needs to go back somewhere it’s
going to be maintained and kept as part of the Diocese of Reno.”

That destination is Holy Family Parish church in Yerington. The bell’s life in
Nevada started after it traversed the Atlantic Ocean and landed in Gold Hill, near
Virginia City, at St. Patrick’s Parish Church in 1867. When that church closed in
1912, the bell was relocated to Yerington, where it stayed until 1960.

In 1960, the bell was relocated to the home of the Brothers of the Holy Rosary,
then owned by the Roman Catholic Diocese of Reno, and placed in a new bell
tower fronting East McCarran Boulevard. That is where it stayed until
Wednesday.

The bell will be part of festivities in May when the church celebrates two major
milestones: the 75th anniversary of Holy Family church building and the 110th
anniversary of the foundation of the Holy Family Parish, which started in 1901,

Father Jorge Herrera at Holy Parish in Yerington said Wednesday that his
congregation plans to build a memorial for the bell since they do not have a tower
strong enough to hold it up.

For many of Herrera’s parishioners, the bell’s return is like welcoming back an
old friend.

“There are a lot of people here in Yerington who were born and raised in that
church,” he said. '

Study Update for the
Flood Protection Coordination Committee
February 11, 2011

PROJECT STATUS UPDATE:

The Corps is continuing the process of redefining the National Economic Development (NED) plan
and incorporating the comments from the External Technical Review teams (TetraTech, Inc. for the
2006 & 2009 economic models and David Ford Consulting Engineers for the 2006 & 2009
hydraulic models).

The Corps has developed a Reset Plan that aims to get a signed Chief's Report in November
2011. This plan continues the technical track of our “old” schedule and incorporates a parallel path
of an interim report (based on current data) for ATR in January. ATR will be congruent with
completion of technical tasks. The Reset Plan also incorporates accelerated timelines for Division
and HQ review of documents.

Reset Specifics:

1. Recreation Plan does not change — currently $20M plan in both LPP and NED. The AFB
document will address the sponsor’s desire for an authorized $46M recreation plan.

2. The LPP does not change — The Corps is currently addressing sponsor comments to the

LPP map book.

Moratorium on section 104/113 requests as of 22 November.

ATR will run concurrently with completion of technical tasks (January — April 2011).

Accelerated review times after AFB.

PROJECT PROGRESS UPDATE:

a. We are still working on the fixes to both the hydraulic and economic models.

i. The Corps is moving forward with an “assumed NED” of a 1/75 year event and will
have the tentative NED identified in January. This will keep the Corps on track for an
April 2011 AFB and a Chief's Report in November 2011. Updated schedules are
sent bi-weekly

b. The Corps is currently going through the first of three Agency Technical Review (ATR)
periods as well as a sponsor review. This review started on January 3 and will continue
through February 7. Updates on specific areas are listed:

i. Real Estate — Right of Entry (ROES) requests for installation of groundwater
monitoring wells in the Vista to Wadsworth reach of the Truckee River, a
topographic & bathymetric survey and geotechnical borings have been procured
from the Pyramid Lake Paiute Tribe. This is in preparation for several awarded
contracts. The draft Real Estate plan is complete and under review. Takings

Analysis is underway and is scheduled to be completed prior to the AFB in April
2011.

Economics — ETR review comments are being incorporated in the new economic
models. Economic Analysis to determine the tentative NED is currently underway
and will be completed in January.

Cost Engineering — Completed updating reconnaissance level cost estimates for
flood damage reduction elements (levees, floodwalls, benching, home raises, bridge
raises, etc.) for the 1/50, 1/75 and 1/100 NED plans to support final selection of
NED plan. Cost estimate for recreation plan (NED & LPP) has been completed, and
we have met with the TRFP staff on some of the costs. MCACES cost estimates
are underway.

Hydraulic Engineering — Interior Drainage analysis for the NED is complete and will
be completed for the LPP in February 2011.

Civil Engineering — The draft Basis of Design is complete and currently in ATR. The
BOD was developed from preliminary cost estimates and the assumed NED of 1/75
year level of protection.

Geotechnical Engineering — Geotechnical exploration work along the Truckee River
between HWY 395 & Vista is now complete. The scope of work for the next phase
was has begun. This is for the additional geotechnical explorations west of Reno to
HWY 395 and from Vista to Wadsworth.

Planning — Draft GRR is complete and in ATR. Coordination with Fish & Wildlife
Service regarding fish passage and bank protection issues is ongoing.

a. Monthly meetings with the TROA/MOA group have been established to discuss fish
passage design, sedimentation and erosion, and restoration and bank protection.
