Public comment on matters beyond the Flood Project Coordinating Committee’s scope of authority is not 
relevant to the Committee’s business, does not invoke a governmental process nor serve a governmental 
purpose, and is contrary to the effective, efficient and orderly business conducted by the Committee.  Each 
person addressing the Flood Project Coordinating Committee shall fill out a request to speak form, step up to the 
microphone when called, give his/her name, and limit the time of his/her presentation to three (3) minutes.  All 
public comment remarks shall be addressed to the Committee as a body, and not to any member thereof.  No 
person, other than members of the Committee and the person having the floor shall be permitted to enter into 
any discussion, either directly or through members of the Committee.  No questions shall be asked of the 
Committee members except through the presiding officer.  The Committee reserves the right to determine during 
its meeting, through a vote of its members, whether to allow additional public comment, limited to one (1) minute 
per person, on specified individual items on the agenda.

Review membership, governance, administration and regulatory powers; the acquisition of 
land and the construction, ownership, operation and maintenance of flood facilities; the 
assessment and collections or rates and fees to pay for the project; the financing of the 
project; and the rights and responsibilities of the parties to the cooperative agreement.  
 
For a County-led Interlocal Agreement (or other decentralized model):  
Discuss coordination and oversight of design, financing, construction, operation and 
maintenance of the project; designation of a “non-federal Project Sponsor” and  
coordinating design and construction of the project with the United States Army Corps of 
Engineers; sources of revenues for  the project including implementing rates fees and 
charges and use of Infrastructure Sales Tax and other sources of funding; financing the 
project, including issuance of debt instruments and agreements; who would acquire and 
own the land; who would construct, own, operate and maintain the flood control facilities; 
risk management and liabilities of the project; fulfilling regulatory responsibilities to protect 
the project and other related topics regarding how the flood project would be governed and 
operated.
